Students must wear comfortable, practical clothing and practical footwear e.g. trainers or walking shoes/boots (no flip 
flops, sandals, ballet pumps, crocs, uggs etc). Students should bring a towel, a change of clothes and a bag to put any 
wet clothes in. Students must bring any medication required. Students should bring a packed lunch and extra drinks. If 
you are in receipt of free school meals please complete this form no later than 1st June. 
 

Students should register in the Sixth Form Common Room at 8:30am. We will travel to and from the site by coach, 
leaving school at 8.45am and returning at approximately 3pm.
